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Presentation of the Seminar:

What is the historical experience of cities in the former territories of the Ottoman Empire - in the
Balkans, Anatolia, the Middle East, and North Africa - in dealing with the impact of global
changes and the transformation from Empire to nation States? How did people of different cul-
tural, social and religious backgrounds live together? How are such examples of conviviality,
conflict, migration, and urban regimes of governance and stratification conceptualized? And
how have urban traditions been reinterpreted, and what bearing does this have on modern con-
ceptions of civil society, multicultural societies, migration, or cosmopolitanism. These and other
questions will be addressed in this Seminar in Ottoman Urban Studies.

The seminar, which is to take place twice a month, is conceived as a working seminar of the
ZMO and the research program 'Europe in the Middle East — The Middle East in Europe'
(EUME, research field 'Cities Compared: Cosmopolitanism in the Mediterranean and Adjacent
Regions’) of the Berlin-Brandenburgische Akademie der Wissenschaften, the Fritz Thyssen
Stiftung, and the Wissenschaftskolleg zu Berlin, aimed at presenting and discussing ongoing
research of scholars working on the social, institutional, political and cultural history of the
Ottoman Empire and its successor States with an emphasis on Ottoman Urban Studies. Partici-
pants will be researchers of the ZMO, the Fellows of Europe in the Middle East — The Middle
East in Europe and researchers from Universities in and outside Berlin. For comparative per-
spectives the participation of historians working on similar issues in other geographical contexts
is encouraged. The working language of the seminar will be English.
